EXPEDITION OVERVIEW

Chulu Peak is considered by many as one of the best Trekking Peaks in Nepal.
Its location in the Annapurnas, its height and its moderate difficulty put Chulu
up there as one of the best treks possible in Nepal. There are superb views over
Tibet and Mustang Country. There are also large quantities of fossils above
5100m, remnants of an era when Nepal was at the bottom of the sea.

There exists considerable confusion with regard to the name and location of the
Chulu peaks and what summit actually constitutes Chulu West and Chulu East,
since it is soon becomes apparent to anyone that has climbed in the range that
several other summits close by, which are actually part of the Chulu massif, are
not indicated on present maps of the area. For the sake of clarification, four
summits can be included in the Chulu group, two of which are possible on the
permit for Chulu West and two on the Chulu East permit. What is apparent is
that the available trekking map is highly misleading.

The highest of these peaks, marked Chulu West (6419m/21,054ft) on the
trekking maps, has a recorded altitude from at least two expeditions of nearer
6400m (20,997ft); this might more accurately be called Chulu Central. The NMA
gives this an official altitude of 6,429m (21,060ft).

Many climbers are confused as to the exact location of these two peaks as the
range has 4 or more summits in the immediate vicinity which are unmarked in
maps of this area. As a result many climbing parties have mistakenly climbed

one of these peaks thinking it to be Chulu East or West.

A climb_of one or both of these peaks combined with Nepal's most famous
Around the Annapurna trek make up for .one of the most spectacular Himalayan
trekking and climbing outings. Allow about 25 to 30 days to complete this climb
and trek.

Chulu West:

The obvious approach to this peak diverges from the main trail to the Thorung
La pass, past the village of Manang and Base Camp is established in a small
valley to the North. From base camp the route follows a subsidery North-West
ridge that leads up to the main peak.

Chulu East:

The North-East Ridge is considered the normal route to climb this peak from a
Base Camp on the moranis at 5334m (17500ft). Most climbers make it to the
top and back from Base Camp in one long day although some have, in the past,
established a higher camp somewhere below the peak. Another subsidiary peak
called Chulu Far East (6059m) 19880ft) may also be attempted from this
approach.

DOMESTIC FLIGHTS

All domestic flights in Nepal are operated using small planes
seating 15 to 20 people. There are only a few flights to each
destination every day. During the busy trekking/tourist season
these flights get full very fast. To improve your chances of getting
on these flights it is best to confirm your trips as early as possible.
The sooner we get trip confirmation, the better your chances.

The
Trekking Peak climbing trips we offer are run in the popular
trekking areas with relatively easy access to the mountains.
Most of these trips can be completed within a short period of
time. For instance Naya Khang in the Langtang valley can be
completed in less than twenty days with plenty of time
allocated for acclimatization. If you have an urge to trek in
some of the most beautiful places in Nepal, interact and make
friends with the local people without having to sleep in a cold
and lonely tent, Lodge Trekking is just the thing for you. Make
sure you are with No Roads Expeditions and we will make sure
that you have a memorable time without having to spend a
small fortune.

Whereas on the Pisang & Chulu trip, you can 'bag' two
summits in under one month with an itinerary that also takes
you on the famous Annapurna Circuit trek. In the Everest
region the popular peaks are Mera Peak in the remote Hinku
Valley, Island Peak, Khongm-tse, and Lobuche peaks near the
Everest Base Camp area.

Though most of these climbs require little or no previous
mountaineering experience, it is essential that participants are
in excellent physical-condition and have some outdoor
background. Knowledge of use of ice-axe, crampons and ropes
will come in handy.

Before the actual climb begins we will teach you the basics of
handling ropes and other climbing devices including safety
considerations. All our climbing treks are guided by trained
guides who are registered with the Nepal Mountaineering
Association (NMA). Each of our climbing guides are local lads
who are intimately familiar with the mountains and routes they
guide on.

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EXPEDITION GRADE (EXPEDITION DIFFICULTY)

GRADE 1 - EASY

Easy trekking, by Himalayan standards Is generally between
900m/3,000ft. and 2,000m/6,500ft. There are always plenty of
'ups and downs' anywhere in the Himalaya and clients need to be
regular walkers to get full enjoyment from their experience. It is
possible however to design ‘easier’ three to four day treks with
perhaps only three to four hours walking per day on request.

GRADE 2 - MODERATE

Moderate trekking 900m/3,000ft. and 3,000m/10,000ft. but
possibly involving side trips to higher elevations.

GRADE 3 - DIFFICULT

Reasonably demanding trekking at altitudes up to
4,000m/13,000ft. with side trips to higher elevations. Some treks
included here will, in part, be well away from villages on ill-
defined mountain trails.

GRADE 4 - STRENUOUS

Treks of a demanding nature, requiring all participants to be fit
and in excellent health, often in remote alpine areas and
sometimes reaching altitudes in excess of 5000m/18,000ft. Here
we include all Tibet trips primarily because of the rigors of the
climate and overall altitude, varying between Lhasa, at
3,700m/12,000ft., to high pass crossing, by vehicle or on foot in
excess of 5,000m/16,000ft.

ALPINE

Extremely demanding treks sometimes in very remote areas on
rough terrain and perhaps including ( in Nepal) one or more of
the so called 'trekking peaks' - maximum altitude, Mt. Mera at
6,461m/21,192ft. Participants should have at least a basic
knowledge of use of crampons and ice axes, though first time
climbers may be accepted on some of the so called 'easy' routes
on these peaks. Medical certificates are required prior to
acceptance on any climbing treks.
